NONPROFITS, THE IRS, and OTHER REGULATIONS

Well, it's tax season, and if your tax year ended December 31, hopefully things are well
underway for filing your annual information return or notice with the IRS and your990. For information
on the 990, see http://www.irs.gov/Charities-&-Non-Profits/Annual-Electronic-Filing-Requirement-for-
Small-Exempt-Organizations-Form-990-N-%28e-Postcard%?29 . But there are other things for
nonprofits to think about in regard to the IRS. Are you doing everything you need to in order to
maintain your tax exempt status? A trainer and a consultant are as close as a click on the internet—
well almost. The IRS provides a well-organized set of webpages with print materials, videos and

To learn about automatic revocation of exemption status that small nonprofits may confront if
information and the 990’s are not filed timely, go to http://www.irs.gov/Charities-&-Non-
Profits/Automatic-Revocation-of-Exemption . It has valuable information on how to not have your tax
exempt status revoked at all, and how to get it back if that happens.

If you are just contemplating applying for tax exempt status, you may be thrilled to know that
the new Form 1023-EZ, Streamlined Application for Recognition of Exemption, has been launched.

On more thing to remember is that there are also state and local licensing requirements, some
of them necessary before you begin to solicit donations, and most need to be renewed periodically.
Utah Nonprofits Association has resources: https://utahnonprofits.org/nonprofit-resource-
center/starting-a-nonprofit . The Utah Department of Commerce pages can help with information on
incorporating in Utah and applying for or renewing business licenses.

The Charitable Solicitations Act, Utah Code Ann. 88 13-22-1 et seq., regulates fundraising in
Utah. Unless exempted from registration under the statute, (see Utah Code Ann. 8§ 13-22-8 for a list
of exemptions), a charity must register with the Utah Division of Consumer Protection and file annual
reports to be allowed to solicit charitable contributions in the state. Registration of a charitable
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organization is only valid for one year, and may be renewed only by complying with the requirements
for obtaining an initial registration.

If you were hoping that you could avoid the bother by hiring a professional fund raiser, think
again. According to the LexMundi Pro Bono Foundation, “professional fundraisers are prohibited
from soliciting any contribution for any charitable organization in the State of Utah unless both the
professional fundraiser and any nonexempt charitable organization that is benefited are registered
with the Division of Consumer Protection. Professional fundraising counselors or consultants are
similarly prohibited from planning, advising, counseling, or preparing material for solicitations in the
State of Utah of a contribution for a charitable organization unless the professional fundraising
counselor or consultant and any nonexempt charitable organization that is benefited are registered
with the Division of Consumer Protection.”

You will also need to check with local government for their licensing requirements.

DEADLINES

More and more deadlines for submitting applications are NO LONGER 5:00 p.m. Many are
before noon on the stated date. We have marked a couple of examples in this issue, but they are not
alone. It pays to read the fine print and know your deadline to the minute. It also pays to plan to
submit days in advance of the deadline, because things can and do happen when you are trying to
submit.

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VACCINATIONS

The measles outbreak in Utah was less serious than in some other western states, and has
been declared over for our state. However, the question of whether or not to allow children to be
exempt from vaccinations has been hotly discussed. While all states require children to receive
certain vaccinations before they can enter public school, most states offer nonmedical exemptions to
those requirements. (Every state allows exemptions for children who cannot be vaccinated for
medical reasons.)

Forty-seven states currently allow exemptions for religious reasons, while only 18 allow
exemptions for philosophical reasons. Utah is a state that allows exemptions for either reason,
through a formal procedure, and requires local health department clinics to not refuse to vaccinate
because parents cannot pay—they must offer a sliding scale fee, or no cost when appropriate.
California is another state that allows parents to apply for exemptions, though legislation is proposed
in California to end that because of their recent experience with as the state with the most serious
measles outbreak.
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Even though religious exemptions for vaccinations are commonplace, researchers and
journalists have struggled to identify a single major U.S. religious group that currently advocates
against vaccination for children. More than eight-in-ten U.S. adults (83%) say that vaccines for
diseases like measles, mumps and rubella are safe for healthy children, while 9% say they are not
safe, according to a recent Pew Research Center poll. A larger proportion (92%) of college
graduates believe measles vaccine to be safe.

A new report from the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services shows that an
estimated 6.5 million people signing up for health insurance through HealthCare.gov qualify for an

average of $268 per month in advanced premium tax credits. The vast majority — 87 percent — of
individuals who are signed up through HealthCare.gov qualify for financial assistance. Also,

most people who signed up for 2015 coverage could choose a plan with a premium of only $100 or
less after tax credits.
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PRESCRIPTIONS FOR SENIORS AND PEOPLE WITH DISABILITIES

Diesability.gov reports that millions of seniors and people with disabilities on Medicare have
saved billions of dollars on prescription drugs and had improved benefits in 2014 under the Affordable
Care Act. Seniors and people with disabilities saved an average of $941 per beneficiary last year.

The Office on Women'’s Health http://www.womenshealth.gov/ is offering training on how to
use their online information system —Quick Health Data Online. The system contains data on
demographics, mortality, reproductive and maternal health, disease incidence, and access to care at
the county level for all states and territories; additionally, data are included on prevention, violence,
and mental health at the state level. To the extent possible, data are provided by race, ethnicity and
gender, and where applicable/available, by age. Also, the system incorporates graphing and
mapping features so that the data of interest can be used directly as tables, graphs/chart and maps.

This data will be useful to grantwriters looking for supporting data when applying for contracts
and grants as well as to anyone working in women’s healthcare to prepare for implementation of the
Affordable Care Act, especially for tracking access to health care and access to preventive services.
